Driving this very unusual vehicle is an exciting, action-packed experience that is still al‐
most completely unknown in Switzerland. A Ziesel is an electric tracked vehicle which
allows almost silent driving through the snowy winter landscape. It is steered with a joy‐
stick and the seats are heated. The skiing resort Hoch Ybrig in Central Switzerland now
offers 40 minutes long tours including a driving introduction and a snack break.

This winter, Swiss International Air Lines is offering a weekly flight to Geneva from Cork
Airport. The new route will be operated from 19 December 2021 until 6 March 2022 and
can be booked on swiss.com as of 5 November 2021. The route will be served with a
145-seat Airbus A220-300. The flight will depart Geneva Airport at 12:10 arriving in
Cork at 13:25 and will depart from Cork Airport again at 14:10 and arrive in Geneva at

Switzerland is open and travellers from the UK with their NHS Covid Certificate can now
participate in social life without having to purchase or transform the certificate into a
Swiss or EU version! Since 1 November 2021 the NHS Covid Certificate App is accep‐
ted not only to enter Switzerland from the UK but also to access any public indoor activ‐
ity. The NHS Covid Certificate needs to be refreshed or printed as an updated version of
the pass if generated before the 1 November 2021 for it to be accepted.
